ABC Summer Bonanza Jackpot Show, is open to all youth , between the ages of 8 to 21 as of January 1, 2009.
All animals must be owned and shown by the exhibitor.
If an exhibitor has two animals in the same class, a junior member may show the second animal.
Maryland Health Regulations will be strictly enforced. The officially approved papers to be available at the show.
Exhibitors are responsible to have their animals in the “make-up area”, before the class is called into the ring.
No false hair or twining. Altered animals will not be permitted to show.
All heifers and steers must have registration papers to show with their appropriate breed. All other animals will show
in the crossbred or commercial heifer division, or crossbred steer or market heifer division. The Show Committee will

make all final decisions.

Steers and Market Heifers will be shown by breed and weight. Registration papers and tattoos will be checked. Steers
must be born after Jan. 1, 2008 and before August 31, 2008.

Registered heifers will be shown by breed and date of birth, commercial heifers by weight. Heifers must be born after
September 1, 2007 and before December 31, 2008.

Entry fees of $30 per head must accompany official entry blanks, due June 1, 2009. After June 1, 2009, entry fee is $40
per head, no heifer substitution.

Animals may arrive at the Howard County Fairgrounds after 4pm Friday June 12" and not later than 8am June 13"
There will be no fitting and showing classes.

Exhibitors must have their own medical and accident insurance.

No tie-outs are available, due to the short duration of the show.

Barn space is limited; please do not reserve more barn space than you need.

Show Schedule Order: Heifer show begins at 9:00am; Steer Show follows at approximately 12:00pm. Show order is as
follows: Angus, Hereford, Limousin, Red Angus, Shorthorn, Simmental, Market Heifer, Crossbred, and All Other Breeds.
(Both Heifers & Steers)

Steers & Market Heifers will be weighed on Saturday from 7am to 8:30am.

Straw or shavings only, for bedding. Exhibitors must clean up their area and take their bedding and manure with them
when departing the fairgrounds. One hour after the show, stalls should be clean.

Do not send in registration papers with entries.

The show management and the Howard County Fair Association will not be responsible for accidents or injury to any
person or animal, or for loss or damage of personal property.

No alcoholic beverages on the fairgrounds.

Good sportsmanship, full cooperation, and positive relationship are due at all times from exhibitors, parents and show
personnel.
